Independent Book Report Rubric

Includes an illustration, title of the book, and author’s name. Font and colors fit the emotional content of the book. The graphic illustrates .an understanding of the book’s themes.

Includes an illustration, title of the book, and author’s name. The graphic illustrates some understanding of the book’s themes.

Includes an illustration, title of the book, and author’s name. Shows minimal effort.

Does not include illustration, title, AND/OR author’s name. Shows little effort.

Inside Left (front) Flap

Summary is well-written and includes all aspects of the story. Paragraphs are well formed. It is clear the student read the book and understood it.

Summary includes all aspects of the story, but is not well-oragnized or expained. It is clear the student read the book.

Includes a description of some of the things that happened in the story. lt appears the student read most of the book, but might not understand it.

Summary is too vague. Does not appear the student read or understood the book.

Inside Right (back) Flap

Includes a small photograph or drawing of the author, the author’s name and a biography that includes some personal facts and the name of at least one other book written by the author. Offers a lesson to be learned from author’s life.

Includes the author’s name and a biography that includes some personal facts and the name of at least one other book written by the author, as well as something to be learned from

Includes the author’s name and a biography that includes some personal facts about the author. There is no life lesson illustrated in biography.

Author’s biography is unclear and incomplete.

Back Cover

Includes five reviews of the book from made-up “critics”. Each review gives your opinion for a different aspect of the book.

Includes 3-4 reviews of the book from made-up “critics”. Review 3-4 of your opinions on different aspects of the book.

Includes 2 or more reviews of the book with little information, thought, or creativity.

Reviews are haphazard, without critical commentary. Knowledge of the book is not illustrated.

Lit. Map

The literary map has eight sections, with 12-15 bullets in each section, and each entry has a page number and corresponds with the story’s elements.

The lit. map has eight sections, with 8-10 bullets in each section. Some page numbers are missing.

The lit. map has eight sections, with 5-8 bullets in each section. Some page numbers are missing. The information is incomplete.

The lit. map has eight sections, with 0-5 bullets in each section. Page numbers are missing. The information is sparse & incomplete.

Vocabulary

Student has recorded at least 10 vocab words and their definitions.

Student has recorded at least 8 vocab words and their definitions.

Student has recorded at least 5 vocab words and their definitions.

Student has recorded at least 3 words with definitions.

Additional Chapter/Alternate Ending

Student has written at least 2 pages, showing full effort and creativity, in the style of the author and the book, with few grammatical errors and the incorporation of advanced vocabulary.

Student has written at least 2 pages, showing effort and creativity, in the style of the author and the book, with some grammatical errors and the little incorporation of advanced vocabulary.

Student has written at least 1 page, showing effort and creativity, in the style of the author and the book, with grammatical errors and the basic vocabulary.

Student has written at least 1 page, showing minimal effort or creativity, inconsistent with the style of the author and the book, with many grammatical errors and basic vocabulary.
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
